Installation"
Your Platinum 700 Series Cartridge Element is used in many filter configurations and filter styles.  Please note that this instruction manual gives general information for the installation of the Platinum 700 Series cartridge. 

When it becomes necessary to install or replace the cartridge element(s), follow the procedure outlined below:


1.
First close the flow from the inlet service line.


2.
Close the flow to the outlet service line.  (In some applications closing flow to outlet is not required.)


3.
Relieve the pressure from the filter unit.
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4.
Drain housing sufficiently if previously used. Use dirty drain port to lower fluid level below cartridge cup level. (Not required for new vessels).


5.
Remove cover  by loosening closure assemblies sufficiently to allow them to swing free.   Swing cover away from housing to gain access to filter cartridge(s).


6.
Remove cartridge element(s) and throw away.


7.
Remove debris and sludge from inside the inlet portion of housing to avoid interference with cover seal or flow of fluid being filtered.


8.
All 700 series cartridge vessels are equipped with V-posts to help guide filter element(s) into each cartridge cup. Verify V-post is fully seated in cartridge cup located at the bottom of the unit. The V-post bottom horizontal fins will be seated on machined surface in cartridge cup.


9.
We recommend pre-wetting the double o-rings at the end of the 700 series cartridge with clean, identical fluid being filtered for ease of installation.


8.
Carefully lower the cartridge element(s) over V-post(s). Once each cartridge element is piloted into the cartridge cup, the cartridge element should be pressed in approximately 1". When the cover is closed, there is a minimum clearance that will prevent the cartridge(s) from “pop-up” during operation. 


9.
Inspect cover gasket for cuts or other signs of failure and make sure it is properly seated.


10.
Move cover back into position, close cover and alternately tighten the closure assemblies evenly to ensure a leak proof seal between cover and housing body.
